III. Officers’ Reports

She wants to let the other parents know that if they have any pictures on CDs that they want to share, they can send them to school and she will copy the CD and send it back with the student.
E. Band Directors: 
1.  Mr. Luquette gave an update on the Disney trip. We will leave at 4:00AM Sunday, March 28th (meet at 3:30am THS circle) and return Thursday, April 1st.  Workshops, buses, and tickets need to be paid at least a month prior to the trip. Students need to bring in final payments by Feb. 18th.  He needs to know if a parent plans to drive to Disney World instead of riding on the bus.  He said that PFE voted to pay for 1 bus, so each person’s cost for the trip is $450.  Mr. Luquette reminded the parents that PFE needs workers for Bingo.
