IV. President’s Report:

We try to give everyone who attends a door a prize. During the day on May 8th we will meet about 9:00 AM  to begin.
Treasurer’s Report:

Vera reported that we have about $14132.00 to spend. We spent $3057 on instrument repairs. The charter buses for state will cost $4600. The Disney trip costed about $61,311 and we collected $55,330 from students. The t-shirts have not been billed yet. PFE gave 3,100 for transportation. Vera brought up the point that the wrap should have been voted on. A discussion was held that everything that the boosters pay for is not voted on. David mentioned an instrument that was purchased and that there are many items purchased that are not voted on.  Mark mentioned that our new trailer with the wrap is a very impressive trailer and that it needs to be covered. It was discussed to have the trailers covered by the end of the summer.  M.J. will look into writing a grant or some fund raiser to pay for this.  If no other funds are awarded the band booster will have to pay for the covers to be placed in the student parking lot covering all three trailers. 
Mr. Contreras came in to welcome new parents and let them know about the weekly email Edith Weaver sends.  He suggested to the parents that they become familiar with the guidance office at THS.
