II. Minutes of last meeting – voted to dispense reading of minutes

III. Officers Reports

A. Vice President – The new trailer is in and the other trailers have been repaired thanks to Chabill’s Tire, MJ, Rocky, and Mark. A red lens cover on trailer #1 is missing – MJ will take care of it. Also, the trees in the back have been cut.

B. Treasurer – have $13,500.00 in account and $9800.00 in PFE account

1. $14,000.00 has been paid out for shirts, shoes, percussion equipment

2. New trailer was paid for with our funds in the PFE account (amended).
3. 4 baritones came out of school board account

4. Show shirts are being worked on; Hercules and Sonoco are on each a sleeve; collected $2000.00

5. Discount cards – made $1800.00 and the bill is $2200.00. There is a list of students who still have cards out and will be put on the “debt list” at school.

a. Dawn Plaisance mentioned that the back of her cards rubbed off.

b. Putting an expiration date should be considered for next year’s cards.

6. Ms. Vera mentioned that tonight’s meeting was the last opportunity to order a band shirt for parents.

C. President – David said we had an awesome turnout for the 1st home game; everything was covered, and he thanked everyone for their support.

E. Band Director – Mr. Luquette thanked everyone for their support. Practices have been slow, hot, and rainy; trying to get everyone caught up because of illness and the weather. Band will have first two songs on the field for the Friday night game (09/18/09).

A. Fund Raisers
