I. Meeting called to order with pledge

II. Minutes of last meeting – voted to dispense reading of minutes

III. Officers Reports

A. President – David Eschete thanked the Band Directors for their hard work in preparation of the marching festivals. He also thanked all who helped with the jambalaya lunch (09/26/09) and sandwich lunch (10/17/09). Comment was made about parents/volunteers eating before students; students should eat first. He noted that Kaitlyn Gentry painted the tiger on the pit, and Ciara Jones and Kaitlyn Gentry built and painted the rock for the Festival show.

B. Vice President – Mark Belanger said the trailers are in good shape, and the lens cover was fixed on the trailer. He also thanked new parents who helped with trailers. Mark talked with Allen Eschete who said the 11/13/09 date was still good for the Shrimp Boil. Shrimp price is $3.00/# and will give a better price if necessary. Estimating about 1800 plates. Here is a list of needed items that could possibly be donated:

1. 19 cases of corn

2. 350# of small size potatoes

3. 18 cases of Styrofoam plates (have 200 on hand)

4. 6 gallons of mayonnaise

5. 6 gallons of ketchup

6. 1 case of small cups w/lids (for dip)

Ms. Vera has receipts from last year to see what was used at last year’s boil. Fund raiser order forms will be handed out at the ST game (10/23/09). It was mentioned that someone will be needed to take orders. A fax machine, at the cost of $350.00 for line and labor, was scratched. Darin Qualkenbush and MJ Plaisance suggested email orders. Mark will mentor someone for next year’s shrimp boil since he will not be here next year.

C.          Treasurer – have $13.500.00 in band account minus $5200.00 for band jackets which leaves $8300.00. PFE account has between $8000.00 and $8500.00; bills were paid out of this account.
