Egg Drop Project

In groups of 2-3 (picked by students), you will construct a device out of 4 sheets of paper to carry an egg when dropped from a height.  You may use tape to attach pieces of paper, but the tape cannot be used as a structural device.  The device must be built only from the 4 sheets of paper.  

For the first 2 drops, one member of your group will go down to retrieve the device.  It must be brought back to the room and the egg taken out in front of the instructor so that he may inspect it.  Any breakage or crack that leaks fluid is considered a break.  After dropping it from the stadium, the device with egg must be brought back to the classroom to be checked for breakage.
