   Anyone who has been associated with golf knows that it is a gentleman’s and a lady’s sport.  Things that you might be able to get away with in some other sports just aren’t accepted in golf.  I expect your child to maintain proper conduct on and off the golf course.  This means proper language, proper attire, and proper attitudes.  It also means, no missing practice.  You must notify me in advance if you are going to miss practice or be late.  The only exception is an emergency.  This also means that your child will listen and follow directions to the best of their ability.         

   If there becomes a problem these are the steps I will take to try and resolve the situation.  

1. I will talk with your child to express the expectations that I set for my players and my team.  If this doesn’t work then…  

2. I will impose some form of punishment for example, 25 push-ups or some kind of quick and effective exercises that the individual will not enjoy.  If this doesn’t work then…  
3. I will call the parent to discuss the situation.  If this doesn’t work then…
4. I will hold the individual out of playing in the weekly matches.  If this doesn’t work then…  
5. I will talk to the athletic director to start the process of removing the player from the team. 
   I do not foresee a problem.  Most golfers are only interested in working hard and getting better and enjoying the game of golf.  However, with your signature you are agreeing that nobody is above the team and if a problem persists with your son/daughter then the afore-mentioned will inevitably take place.
