Clothing

Pants  Must be worn at waist  

 Must be properly hemmed, cuffed or stitched 

 Must end at or above the floor 

 Must wear belt 

 Oversized, baggy or saggy 

 No pajamas 

 Large legged 

 Cargo pockets 

 Ripped, torn, frayed or cut-off 

Capris  Must be worn at waist  

 Properly hemmed, cuffed or stitched 

 Oversized, baggy or saggy 

 Ripped, torn frayed or cut-off 

Shorts  Must be worn at waist   

 Must wear belt 

 Must be no shorter than 5 inches from top of 

knee  

 Ripped, torn, frayed or cut-off 

 Spandex, nylon or stretch-type materials 

 Boxer-styled shorts 

 Oversized, baggy or saggy 

 Overly tight 

Skirts, 

Skorts 
 Must be properly worn and fit at waist 

 Must be 5 inches above the knee or longer 

 Slits in garments must be 5 inches above the 

knee or longer 

 Overly short 

 Overly tight 

Shirts  White or maroon only 

 Shirts should be tucked into pant or skirt. 

 Undershirts must be solid white t-shirt. 

 Undershirts must be smaller than uniform shirt 

 Oversized 

 Tight-fitting, low cut or exposes midriff 

 See-through materials 

 No pajama tops 

Shoes/socks  Soled footwear 

 Must cover the entire foot 

 Must be solid color: white, black, gray, khaki, 

navy, and school colors. 

 One pair of socks only.  

 Socks must be same color.  

 House shoes 

 Flip Flops 

 Slippers 

 Any shoe with steel toes, rollers, hidden 

compartments, i.e. “Heelies” 

 Socks with patterns or figures.  

 Multicolored socks 

Head Attire   Skull caps 

 Head scarves (religious exceptions) 

 Hats, caps, hoods in building 

 Hoods outside building if temp is above 65 F 

Other Attire   Bandanas                    ●    Sweatbands 

 Wristbands                 ●     Pajamas – tops or bottoms 

 Chains                        ●  Visible underwear 

 Objects determined inappropriate by school personnel  

Hair  Clean, natural-looking & neatly groomed   Startling and unusual  hairstyles and colors 

 Symbols, numbers, letters shaved or cut into the hair

●     Earrings no larger than a quarter 
 

 No visible piercing of any type, including  face, nose, 

tongue piercing, spacers or place holders 

 No hoops or dangles (for safety reasons) 

Mouth   tongue rings 

 Teeth jewelry

white, and school colors.

 Hooded sweatshirts  

 Logos that are not THS 

 Patterns of any kind 

 More than one color 

Long-

sleeve 

undershirt 

 Must be worn under uniform shirt 

 Must be tucked in.  

 White only 

 Worn as outerwear. 

 Logos, writing on undershirts.  
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
