TRIGONOMETRY

If you are given 2 sides:
1. Do the c2 equation


If the unknown side is the hypotenuse, then use the equation as written.


If the unknown side is one of the side legs, then rearrange the equation.

2. Then use the sin or cos function to solve for one of the unknown angles.


If one doesn’t work, the other one will.

3. Subtract the angle you found from 90 to get the other angle.

If you are only given 1 side:

1. Subtract the angle given (A or B) from 90 to get the other angle.

2. Use the sin, cos, or tan function to solve for one of the sides or hypotenuse.


If you can’t tell which one to use, just start with sin and if you find you have 2 unknowns then try another.

3. Use the c2 equation to solve for the other side.
